Your tour
The Altmühl is considered the slowest river in Germany. Nevertheless, it 
offers its own bike paths along its banks as well as paved forest and field 
paths that make cycling a pleasure. The journey begins in Rothenburg 
and takes you leisurely to Regensburg, which also has a medieval feel. 
On the way, you will have plenty of time to get to know the beautiful 
Altmühl Valley with its historic towns, bizarre rock formations, castles 
and juniper heaths.

Day 2 Rothenburg – Herrieden / Lammelbach, approx. 45 – 60 km

Day 3 Herrieden – Wettelsheim / Treuchtlingen, approx. 50 / 60 km

Day 4 Wettelsheim – Eichstätt / Wasserzell, approx. 50 / 65 km

Day 5 Eichstätt – Kinding / Enkering, approx. 35 / 40 km

Day 6 Kinding – Riedenburg, approx. 45 km

Day 7 Riedenburg – Regensburg, approx. 55 km and individual departure

Parking in Rothenburg
	¬ Car park behind the train station, free of charge. The car park is often 
used by commuters and during the week quite full.

Bike handover

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Stages description

Day 1: Individual arrival in Rothenburg
Rothenburg ob der Tauber is the epitome of medieval town romantics 
and has been immortalized by artists such as Spitzweg and Richter. Be 
guided through the town in the evening by the night watchman and 
learnall kinds of interesting facts about life in Rothenburg back in the 
day.

Day 2: Rothenburg – Herrieden / Lammelbach, approx. 45 – 60 km
You start above the river Tauber and it doesn‘t take long to reach the 
Altmühl. A nice alternative is the route via the nearby Altmühl spring 
(approx. 10 km longer). You pass the Zollernburg castle in Colmberg 
on the way to Herrieden. You can either take the direct route via 
Leutershausen or take a worthwhile detour via Ansbach.

Day 3: Herrieden – Wettelsheim / Treuchtlingen, approx. 50 / 60 km
Today you cross the former border of the Roman Empire, the Limes, 
and arrive at your destination in a leisurely ride through the Franconian 
Lake District - either Weißenburg, which houses the largest Roman 
treasure find in Germany, the tranquil Wettelsheim or to Treuchtlingen 
with its thermal spa.

Day 4: Wettelsheim – Eichstätt / Wasserzell, approx. 50 / 65 km
On today’s stage the valley becomes narrower and the river Altmühl 
cuts deep into the Jurassic rock. The 12 Apostels, an impressive rock 
formation, are a marvellous sight. Again and again you will cycle past 
mighty castles on your journey to Eichstätt, a former bishop city 
characterised by charming Baroque buildings.

Day 5: Eichstätt – Kinding / Enkering, approx. 35 / 40 km
Today‘s section through the beautiful nature reserve, full of juniper 
heaths, follows even ground, simple to cycle. On the way you pass 
Kipfenberg, very close to Bavaria‘s geographical centre, watched over 
by the mighty Kipfenberg Castle. The Altmühl accompanies you back 
to Kinding-Enkering, where you can spend the evening relaxing in the 
beer garden.

Day 6: Kinding – Riedenburg, approx. 45 km
Via Beilngries, which lies between the Altmühl and the Main-Danube 
Canal, and Dietfurt you will reach Riedenburg, the destination of 
today‘s stage. The town is guarded by three castles.

Day 7: Riedenburg – Regensburg, approx. 55 km and individual de-
parture
The last few kilometres on the Altmühl cycle path take you to Kelheim. 
In Kelheim, you can visit the Liberation Hall or take a boat trip on the 
Danube to Weltenburg Abbey with its famous beer garden before 
cycling to Regensburg with its enchanting old town. Your cycle tour 
ends in the evening and it‘s time for your individual departure - or you 
can extend your stay and book an extra night.
