On this cycle path you are accompanied by gentle mountains, wide al-
pine pastures, isolated bathing lakes and the changing river landscape 
of the Mur. You cycle from Salzburg‘s Lungau region via the provincial 
capital Graz to southern Styria on the border with Slovenia - and always 
slightly downhill! You cycle along the well-maintained cycle path into 
the Mediterranean landscape, which is characterised by orchards, green 

the valleys widen, you reach the southernmost point of Styria, Bad Rad-
kersburg.
