On this trip you will get to know the island known as the „Garden of 
Denmark“. Fyn and the coast of Jutland along the Kattegat. You start in 
Odense, the hometown of the famous fairy tale writer Hans Christian 
Andersen. Your destination Aarhus is the second largest city in Denmark. 
In the middle of it, you will enjoy the mild Baltic Sea climate, cycle th-
rough wide landscapes as well as lush forests and meadows. Along the 
way, it‘s worth making stops at the old harbor towns along the coast, 
which once became rich through seafaring.

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Stages description

Day 1: Individual arrival in Odense
Odense, the third largest city in Denmark, is the birthplace of the 
famous poet and writer Hans Christian Andersen. He is commemorated 
at every turn in the city, which is over 1000 years old. The Sankt Knuds 
Kirke in the center reflects the prosperity of the city in the Middle Ages 
and is one of the most important Gothic buildings in Denmark.

Day 2: Odense – Middelfart, approx. 60 / 65 km
Via cycle route 6 you pedal from Odense to the Little Belt with almost 
no ascent. The strait between Funen and South Jutland is known for 
its harbour porpoises. On the way it‘s worth making a detour to the 
Strib Fyr lighthouse and the Røjle Klint cliff. In Middelfart, visit Henner 
Friisers Hus, one of the most beautiful Danish half-timbered houses.

Day 3: Middelfart – Vejle, approx. 55 km
The city of Fredericia lies on the other side of Middelfart and can be 
reached by crossing the Little Belt. Worth seeing is the center of the 
city, which was created in a checkerboard pattern. Once in Veijle a visit 
to the windmill, the symbol of the city, is worthwhile. Inside it contains 
a museum about the history of the mill.

Day 4: Vejle – Horsens, approx. 45 km
Today‘s cycle route inland is partly hilly and surrounded by forests. 
A former state prison can be visited in Horsens. Vitus Bering is the 
celebrity of this town. In the 18th century he saild through the Bering 
Strait, named after him, between America and Asia. Even the city park 
in Horsens commemorates him.

Day 5: Horsens – Norsminde / Odder, approx. 50 / 60 km
Today you continue north. After countless glances at the glittering 
Baltic Sea and with one or the other fresh sea breeze you reach your 
overnight accommodation in Norsminde or Odder. How about an 
evening stroll through the city?

Day 6: Norsminde / Odder – Aarhus, approx. 30 / 20 km
Today‘s bike route is short on purpose. Like this you can enjoy Aarhus, 
the second largest City of Denmark, a bit longer. On the way there you 
find numerous opportunities for a longer break on the beach.

Day 7: Individual departure
After breakfast you start your individual return journey home or extend 
your stay.
