Stages description

Day 1: Individual arrival in Hamburg

In the Hanseatic city of Hamburg, you can see and discover a lot.
Therefore, we recommend an early arrival. You have a particularly good
view of the hustle and bustle of the city from the cities landmark — the
tower of St. Michael’s.

Day 2: Hamburg - Gliickstadt, approx. 55 km

You leave Hamburg along the Elbe. Following the course of the Elbe,
you reach Glickstadt. The town was founded in 1617 by the Danish
King Christian IV. The aim was to compete with Hamburg. However, it
did not come close to the flourishing trade of the Hanseatic city. The
town’s trademark is matje, which is famous beyond the borders of
Schleswig-Holstein.

Day 3: Gliickstadt — Schafstedt / St. Michaelisdonn, approx. 50 / 40
km

Today’s stage takes you first to Brunsbuttel on the Kiel Canal. Marvel

at the large ocean liners and cruise ships that pass through the Bruns-
buttel canal locks. Follow the Kiel Canal inland through Dithmarschen.
Locals also call the municipality of St. Michaelisdonn the , bridge
between Marsch and Geest”.

Day 4: Schafstedt — Rendsburg, approx. 50 / 65 km

Relax and follow the Kiel Canal. On the way, you will pass idyllic forest
and meadow landscapes close to the shore. Occasionally you change
sides of the canal by ferry. The landmark of your destination for the
day, Rendsburg, is the railway bridge. It spans the Kiel Canal and is one
of the longest railway bridges in Germany. Leave your bike behind and
explore the historic old town.
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Day 5: Rendsburg — Eckernforde — Schleswig, approx. 55 km

You leave the Kiel Canal behind and cycle first towards the Baltic

Sea. You pass Lake Wittensee in the middle of the hilly Huttener

Berge Nature Park and reach Eckernforde. Visit the old town before
continuing on to Schleswig. One of the landmarks is the St. Peter’s
Cathedral, visible from afar, from where you have a magnificent view of
the town.

Day 6: Schleswig — Kappeln, approx. 50 km

Today the Schlei will accompany you on your trip. On your way from
Schleswig to the North Sea you will pass many small and pretty villages,
such as Arnis, the smallest town in Germany. Take a break here and
enjoy the maritime flair of the town. A little further down the road you
will arrive in Kappeln, where you can have a look at the largest Dutch
windmill of state, the herring fence, and the museum harbour.

Day 7: Kappeln — Flensburg, approx. 60 km + boat trip or approx. 75
km

Next, you cycle through peaceful Angeln, the area between Schlei and
Flensburg. Then you pedal on along Flensburg Férde to the renaissance
castle in Glicksburg, one of the most beautiful moated castles in
Germany. From here you take a boat to Flensburg.

Day 8: Individual departure
After breakfast you start your individual return journey home or extend
your stay.
